In Valle Cervo, go on the most myste-
rious tour in Piemonte and discover the 
other face of Rosazza. Classified as one 
of the “most beautiful villages in Italy”, it 
offers a sort of “initiation” into the wor-
lds of freemasonry and spiritism. Unco-
ver hidden secrets by wandering around 
its enchanting alleys amidst esoteric 
symbols that tell of the life and works 
of the legendary senator and freemason 
Federico Rosazza Pistolet.

In autumn (October), the landscape in 
Biella province is lit by all the shades of 
the warm colours that paint the Parco 
della Burcina, on the wooded slopes of 
Oasi Zegna, and the dense vegetation sur-
rounding the Santuario di Oropa, one of 
the 7 Sacred Mounts (UNESCO).

Villa Era has been the centre of the 
“science of fine living” for over 30 years. 
It’s also home to the magazine Eubioti-
ca and the Centro ICARE and makes its 
knowledge available through conferences, 
seminars and a well-stocked library. But 
the Villa is also famous for its wine. The 
two vineyards in its gardens are a rarity 
in fact. It’s possible to visit them and taste 
the wines in the company of the owner.

At Villa Era you can also discover the art 
of wax sculpture, an ancient technique 
that was used to catalogue varieties of 
fruit, among other things. Under the gui-
dance of wax sculptor Davide Furno, give 
rein to you artistic bent and try making a 
wax model of a small fruit in this unique 
workshop.
